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1. Introduction

This contribution describes the problems of VCC handover notification from a UE to the correspondent node within the IMS-C (static) architecture and proposes to study the handover without notification to the correspondent node.

2. Discussion

In Section 6.3.6.1 and 6.3.6.2 of the current TR v1.6.0 it is stated that VCC utilize SIP Session Transfer procedure at the handover. This enable to notify the change of the UE condition (e.g. codec or bandwidth) or user identification information (e.g. Public User Identity or MSISDN) before and after the handover in order to modify parameters after the handover.

However, for further investigation following types of models should be considered.

· The corresponding node does not support SIP Session Transfer although included in IMS or IP telephony UE

· The corresponding node does not support Call Waiting although included in PSTN/PLMN UE

· The notification to or the awareness by the correspondent node for the handover are not desired from the viewpoint of service aspects (desired not to be annoyed by VCC_UE HO)

· An operator desires to simplify the handover procedure by limitting procedures within the VCC-UE side

So we also study the handover procedures without handover notifications to the correspondent node.

3. Proposal

It is proposed to add following texts to the Section 5 of the TS.

As following cases are assumed, an operator can choose whether handover is notified to the correspondent node or not.
· The corresponding node does not support SIP Session Transfer although included in IMS or IP telephony UE

· The corresponding node does not support Call Waiting although included in PSTN/PLMN UE

· The notification to or the awareness by the correspondent node for the handover are not desired from the viewpoint of service aspects (desired not to be annoyed by VCC_UE HO)
· An operator desires to simplify the handover procedure by limitting procedures within the VCC-UE side
