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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks CT4 for the LS, “SA2 discussed the requirement for S-CSCF reassignment in the TS23.228”
As was provided in the LS, the applicable stage 2 requirement is:

“5.1.2.3
Re-assignment of a Serving CSCF

Re-assignment of a S CSCF shall be possible in the following cases:

-
The S CSCF that was previously assigned is unavailable during registration.

-
In the initial registration, when the S CSCF has been allocated for the unregistered user.”
SA2 sees no problem with the current stage 2 as provided in TS23.228.
The HSS shall be able to indicate to the I-CSCF whether the reassignment of the S-CSCF is allowed or not, during the initial registration procedure when the user is in the unregistered state. The HSS may be aware a reselection is necessary because of a provisioning change by the operator to the S-CSCF data for this subscriber.  The HSS may also be aware of a failure at the current S-CSCF (e.g. the DIAMETER protocol has determined an communication error has occured, or the HSS was informed by another element). 
The HSS can make this decision based this information and on operator preference as an implementation option inside the HSS. No additional standardization is currently felt to be necessary by SA2.
