Domain Selection

For dual mode UEs, in case a UE is registered to IMS and attached to CS, decisions on which domain to use for both a call origination and/or termination needs to be made. 

· If a dual mode UE prepares to originate while it appears to be both registered to IMS and attached to CS, it will have to decide which domain is to be used for origination of the call.  This is a matter of local policy and will not be further specified in this document.

· If the network is handling a call destined to a dual mode UE that is both registered to IMS and attached to CS, the network MUST decide how to handle the call.  Several policies may be used for this determination, including forking, using a pre-configured domain, or according to user preferences.

Recommendation
