Introduction and Discussion

TS 23.167 is describing the capabilities to support IMS services to be access independent and support a large number of access technologies. 3GPP Release 6 includes 3GPP/WLAN Interworking (I-WLAN) as IP-CAN for IMS and as such it can be an IP-CAN in REL 7 to access IMS emergency services. TR 23.867 did not cover the I-WLAN aspect as IP-CAN and did not indicate it is excluded either. Therefore, we propose to include 3GPP I-WLAN be included as IP-CAN that can access IMS emergency session.

Proposal

To properly cover the I-WLAN aspect of accessing the IMS emergency session, the following are proposed:

1. CR to TR 23.867 to capture the I-WLAN aspect

2. Capture the relevant aspect to the TS 23.167 (i.e., follow the same approach as GPRS access)

3. Create (eventually) the I-WLAN CR to TS 23.234 (i.e., as in the case in TS 23.060 for GPRS access).
Note: TS 23.167 is describing the capabilities to support IMS services to be access independent; thus, it should not be delayed due to the addition of I-WLAN aspect.
