Overall Description:

ETSI TISPAN is now currently endorsing your 3GPP TS 23.167 “IP Multimedia Subsystem (IMS) emergency sessions” for our TISPAN DTS 02022 “NGN Architecture to support emergency communication from citizen to authority” in Release1.

During the discussion at TISPAN #9 (28 Nov – 9 Dec 2005, Sophia Antipolis), we identified some unclarities on the emergency registration and session establishment procedures related to E-CSCF.

Background:

In your current TS 23.167 v0.2.0 document, the registration procedure for the emergency service indicates the E-CSCF to forward the request to the home network.
The figure below depicts how we interpret that the message flows for the registration procedures.

The figure also illustrates some unclarities relating to the need for additional procedures in the S-CSCF for emergency support.
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Some of the issues that are not clear with this figure are:

· The procedure for S-CSCF is not described in the current document and should be added. 

· Procedures, as well as the handling of routing information, at E-CSCF and S-CSCF will differ from the existing CSCFs due to the different call flows, and should be indicated.
During the discussion, we also observed that clause 6.2.1 states, that the P-CSCF selects the E-CSCF at reception of the Emergency session establishment request. As, the E-CSCF selected at the emergency session establishment request can be different from the E-CSCF used at time of registration, it is also not clear to us why the E-CSCF need be involved in the Emergency registration procedures at all.
