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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution identifies some open GPRS access specific issues and proposes to include them into the Informative Annex of TS 23.167 so that they can be resolved.

TR 23.867 includes description of GPRS procedures but those are not complete. For SA2#49 Nokia submitted a draft 23.060 CR in S2-052611 that was not discussed in detail due lack of time, but it was identified that some issues need to be clarified before the drafting of the 23.060 can continue.

Proposal

This contribution proposes to discuss following open GPRS access specific issues and include the list of issues into an informative Annex of TS 23.167 so that they can be resolved. Answer for each issue once agreed should also be captured into the Annex until the related 23.060 CR(s) have been agreed.

X.x Open Issues in GPRS specific aspects 

A) How to convey emergency indication in RAU procedures (Intra and Inter)
B) In TR 23.867 for a few procedures e.g. RAU and Serving RNS relocation, there is an editor’s note stating that “It is FFS whether CAMEL procedures are performed if the MS is emergency attached or if the MS has active PDP context(s) for an emergency use”. 
C) What level Emergency calls will work with pre-REL-7 SGSNs 
D) Are combined procedures applicable if IMS emergency services are in use (Attach and RA/LA Updating)
E) Procedures for UICC-less IMS emergency Attach and RAU.
F) Selection rules for Emergency APN
G) Impacts on Intra and Inter System change in case not all access systems support IMS emergency services (A/Gb mode, Iu-mode)
H) In TR 23.867 the statement that the security functions are optional is repeated for a number of procedures, even though the function already is optional.
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
