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Introduction

This contribution clarifies the description of the PCC rule activation by listing the different activation mechanisms. Furthermore, some wording improvements are proposed together with the removal of statements belonging to the reporting and credit management sections.

Policy and charging control rule activation

A PCC rule in the PCEF becomes active for an IP-CAN bearer of an IP-CAN session by one of the following mechanisms:

· the PCRF provides a PCC rule that is installed;

· the PCRF activates a PCC rule that is predefined in the PCEF and known to the PCRF;
· the PCEF activates a PCC rule that is predefined in the PCEF but not known to the PCRF.
An active PCC rule means that:

· the service data flow template shall be used for the service data flow detection;

· the service data flow template shall be used for the mapping of downlink packets to an IP-CAN bearer;

· usage data for the service data flow shall be recorded (further details can be found in 6.1.2 Reporting and 6.1.3 Credit management);

· 
· policies associated with the PCC rule, if any, shall be invoked.

A predefined PCC rule shall be known, at least, within the scope of one access point.


Note:
The same predefined PCC rule can be activated for multiple IP-CAN bearers in multiple IP-CAN sessions.

The PCRF may, at any time, remove an installed PCC rule or deactivate a known active pre-defined PCC rule on an IP-CAN bearer.
