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Summary

The drafting group was chaired by Stephen Terrill (Ericsson) and has been held on January 17th (2 drafting sessions) and 19th (1.5 drafting session). There were about 30-40 participants. The drafting group reviewed 24 contributions out of total of 31. 
Handling of 3GPP I-WLAN access as IP-CAN for establishment requires participation of I-WLAN and IMS experts. It was suggested that a discussion on the handling of the I-WLAN specific aspects (e.g. authentication) be taken in the plenary as it was felt that specific I-WLAN competence is required. (ref: S2-060402).  

The working approach for the I-WLAN group proposed in S2-06040 was approved, and it was suggested that a discussion on the need to update the WID to clearly state that 3GPP I-WLAN is covered is taken in the plenary (ref: S2-06040).
There was some debate on the handling of regional specific aspects and it was thought useful to seek guidance from the plenary.  The discussion is should we the TS 23.167 have annex’s or requirements for regional specific requirements, or should they be taken generally. (e.g., see ref: S2-060406)?
S2-060143, LS from TISPAN WG2: Clarification on the use of "special emergency public user identifier" in emergency services for IMS, is postponed till next meeting 

S2-060027, LS (from WG3) on Authentication of fixed network SIP phones in an IMS based network and interactions between Session Border Controllers and the ISC interface” was allocated wrongly and it was not even opened.
