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Introduction

This document summarizes the SA2’s conclusions on implicit registration requested by ETSI TISPAN WG2 in LS “Request for implicit registration resolution” (S2-060145, 09TD424).

Discussion
SA2’s understanding is that the description in the LS is a possible way of solving the scenario when users using devices behind the same physical AGCF are registered to the IMS. The users connected to the IMS network via the same AGCF are independent users, they have their own subscription, e.g., they use different services. The number of users behind a single physical device can be large, thus using separate Registration procedures for all users is not a desired solution.
SA2’s view is that the implicit registration was introduced to register more than one IMPUs belonging to the same IMPI, i.e., belonging to the same subscription. Therefore the solution using implicit registration to register independent users that do not share the same subscription is not a correct way of avoiding mass registration. 

SA2 interpretation of TISPAN requirement is that they would like to register a group of users with no relation other than belonging to a AGCF. This needs to be confirmed from TISPAN. 
And if registration is actually needed or a mechanism that allows the Public User Ids to be made available as a group would be sufficient?

Proposal
It is proposed to send a reply LS to ETSI TISPAN WG2 to clarify if SA2’s understanding of the requirement is correct.
