IMS emergency services using GPRS Network

Requirements on the GPRS network as an IP-CAN
For an emergency call over the GPRS, the requirements on the IP-CAN, as described in subclause 4.3, are covered by the following GPRS specific requirements:

-
It shall be possible to access the PS domain without a UICC

-
It shall be possible to reject requests from a UE without a UICC to establish bearer resources

-
A globally dedicated emergency APN shall be used to support emergency services. The globally dedicated APN may be configured in the SGSN and GGSN. The GGSN may use filter rules applicable to the globally dedicated emergency APN to ensure that only certain IP addresses (e.g. IP addresses of the emergency P-CSCF) can be reached.

-
The PS domain may support the download of emergency numbers to the UE via the procedures defined in TS 24.008 [13].
A.1.1
PS domain access without UICC

Before setting up an emergency call over the PS domain, a ME without a UICC or with an invalid UICC shall attach to the PS domain by using the attach procedures specified in TS 23.060 with the following additions:
NOTE:
An invalid UICC is a UICC that in spite of being inserted is blocked for use, e.g. due to repeated insertion of wrong pin-codes or lack of roaming agreements.

The ME shall generate an Emergency Identity and shall include it in the Attach Request as a mobile identity. 
Editor's Note:
The format of the Emergency Identity is FFS. The Emergency Identity could take the form of an interim (or pseudo) IMSI that includes an (MCC, MNC) pair pre-defined for emergency use, e.g. MCC=901, MNC=008, as specified in TS 23.003. The Emergency Identity could also take the form of an IMEI.
· When the network recognizes that the Attach Request includes an Emergency Identity, it shall be able to either reject the attach request or accept the request for emergency services only.
· The network shall be able to indicate in the Attach Accept that the attach is accepted for emergency services only.

· The ME may also include an Emergency Indicator in the attach request in order to inform the network that the attach request is for emergency services only. 
· The network can use the Emergency Indicator to enforce operator-specific restrictions and policies.

· The network shall be able to reject an Attach Request containing the Emergency Indicator.
