Termination

6.3.1 General

All incoming voice calls destined to a VCC subscriber are anchored at the VCC Application for enablement of Third Party Call Control (3pcc), facilitating control of the bearer path upon Domain Transfers associated with these calls.
6.3.2 Terminated Calls originating in CS domain/PSTN
Incoming voice calls originated in the CS domain or the PSTN, which are destined for a VCC subscriber are anchored at the VCC Application. This may be achieved by setting up routing functions in the originating or transit network such that the incoming calls for a VCC subscriber are delivered to the VCC subscriber’s home IMS network as driven by network configurations.

When such configurations are not possible, a VCC subscriber’s incoming calls directed to a GMSC are redirected to IMS for anchoring at the .VCC Application Use of specific techniques for redirection of a VCC subscriber’s incoming voice calls from a GMSC to IMS is an implementation option.
