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1. Discussion
The term used in TR 23.809 for the direct user plane tunnel between RNC and GGSN has so far been One Tunnel.  In the work with the One Tunnel feature, especially where people who don’t have any detailed knowledge on the technical aspects of One Tunnel feature, we have frequently experienced misunderstandings of what the term “One Tunnel” stands for. Often people have believed that it is a new feature where the PDP Context function has been changed. That all PDP Contexts for a UE, primary and secondary’s, have been merged into “One Tunnel”. 

To avoid future misunderstandings when the One Tunnel feature is introduced in products and operator networks, it is therefore be beneficial to find a better term for the feature. The term Direct Tunnel is a term that has already been used in TR 23.809. It is believed that “Direct Tunnel” is a term easy to explain also to people ignorant on the technical details of the feature – a tunnel direct between RNC and GGSN – and also has less ambiguity than the term “One Tunnel”.  
2. Proposal
It is proposed to replace the term “One Tunnel” with the term “Direct Tunnel” in TR 23.809. For simplicity it might be possible for the rapporteur just to replace all occurrences with “Direct Tunnel” in the next version of the TR. 

The of the WID is also “One Tunnel” but that might not be necessary to change since the WID is a short lived project administration matter, that will not go into any specifications.
