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1. Overall Description:

Telecom Italia has presented at CT4 #31 meeting two CRs to stage 3 Sh interface specifications (TS 29.328 and TS 29.329) to define a mechanism for the Application Servers to dynamically enable and disable Initial Filter Criteria stored in the HSS for each service profile (similar to arming or disarming CAMEL triggers).

The main concepts of the proposed mechanism are listed in the following:

· A new information element Dynamic Service Activation Information (“DSAI”) is defined: 

· The service profiles can contain a number of DSAIs, each one uniquely identified by a tag;

· A DSAI can hold two possible values: “ACTIVE” or “INACTIVE”;

· Application Servers can read and modify DSAIs in the HSS;

· Each filter criterion can be individually enabled or disabled;

· Each filter criterion may be bound to one or more DSAIs. This association is internal to the HSS;

· A filter criterion for a specific service profile is enabled if it is not bound to any DSAI, or if it is bound to at least one DSAI set to “ACTIVE” for that subscriber’s service profile;

· Whenever a filter criterion is disabled, it is removed by the HSS from the trigger list;

· When, as a result of DSAI manipulation, one filter criterion changes from enabled to disabled or vice versa, the HSS behaves as if the service profile had been administratively changed, triggering the appropriate notifications towards Application Servers and S-CSCF through Sh and Cx interfaces respectively.

Summing up, this feature does not require any change to the Cx interface, since it makes use of the mechanisms already defined when a change to the Service Profile is applied. It requires, on the other hand, an extension to the Sh interface to define the new information elements and the interactions with HSS for masking and unmasking Initial Filter Criteria.

For a more detailed description of this mechanism, please find enclosed the discussion paper presented at CT4 #31 (C4-060623).

This mechanism has already been presented at TISPAN#10, where it was agreed that this feature would not impact TISPAN stage 2 documents and suggested to propose this feature to 3GPP, because its scope is not limited to fixed broadband access IMS. 

However some companies at CT4 were concerned that this feature may impact also the 3GPP stage 2 for IMS, so CT4 would like to ask SA2 whether the feature described in the attached document may have architectural impacts for the overall data configuration aspects of IMS or affect  any other existing feature. If this is not the case CT4 may proceed to discuss further the stage 3 CRs.

2. Actions:

ACTION: 
CT4 kindly asks SA2 to clarify if the proposed mechanism would actually impact 3GPP stage 2 technical specifications. Moreover, if any impact is envisaged and the feature is deemed as useful, CT4 kindly asks to proceed to implement the needed changes to SA2 TSs.
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
