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SA1 would like to thank SA2 for sending S1-060841/ S2-062006.

SA1 reviewed and discussed the requirements regarding the operator policy to be applied in case of MO and MT domain selection. 

It is SA1 understanding that the operator policy to be taken into account is the policy of the Home Operator since it is the Home operator that supplies the service to the subscriber. SA1 has then produced a CR to 22.101 for both R'7 and R'8 (respectively in S1-060938 and S1-060939) to capture the fact that the home operator policy shall be applied for domain selection in case of MO and MT calls.

SA1 would like to point out that there is still an open issue regarding the usage of visited network resources. As stated in the CR, Home operator policy shall be applied but it may lead to selecting a domain from the visited network that is not allowed. For instance, the domain from the visited network could be overloaded or it might not support the required service. In that case, the behaviour of the UE is undefined and the error case is not covered by any requirement. The assumption here would be that after several attempts the UE could try another domain but SA1 would seek for SA2 advice on that matter that is related to an implementation issue.
