Introduction and Discussion
In the current TS 23.206 it is not really clear to which functional element within the VCC application the VDN (from IMS to CS) is pointing to. Our understanding is that the call re-routing technique from CS to IMS used for call origination and call termination should be re-used for domain transfer requests too. There is no strong argument to define a separate mechanism for diverting of domain transfer requests. This paper clarifies this issue and proposes that  a VDN addresses the CSAF (CS domain adaptation function) within the VCC application.

CAMEL Service (FE-C)

The CAMEL service function operates either independently or in collaboration with the CSAF (FE-B). It performs the following functions:

-
Enforcement of CS redirection policy.

-
Optionally assist in allocation and de-allocation of IMRN for routing of originating calls via CS domain.

-
Communication of call related data from CS domain to IMS; e.g. communication of original called and calling party numbers for CS origination.

-
Redirection of CS calls to IMS using IMRN.

-
Resolution of CSAF PSI from VDN upon domain transfer to CS.
