Introduction

During the last meeting we identified an issue when users, roaming in the CS domain, originate a voice call using a called party number in a non international format. It was concluded that calls, which cannot be correctly address the proper target, shall not be anchored within the IMS. 

This paper proposes to use the CAMEL service application in the gsmSCF to re-solve this issue. For doing that the CAMEL service application may perform the following:

1. For VCC subscribers without using the CENTREX option, the CAMEL service application shall ensure that calls routed to the IMS using a number in the international format. This can be achieved by using the called party number together with the Nature of Address indicator [TS 29.078] and the VMSC address.
2. For VCC subscribers using the CENTREX option, the CAMEL service application shall not translate the dialled number into the international format. The CAMEL service application knows from the SCP user profile, whether a user uses the CENTREX option.
In section 2 there is a concrete text proposal to integrate the international number format translation function into the CAMEL service application.

Calls originated by VCC subscribers

All voice calls originated by VCC subscribers in the IMS are anchored in the IMS in order to facilitate domain transfer of the call to the CS domain.

Voice calls originated by VCC subscribers in the CS domain may or may not be anchored in the IMS to facilitate domain transfer of the call to the IMS, subject to operator policy. Voice calls originated by a roaming VCC subscriber, using a called party number not in the international format and for which the home IMS network has no means to translate the called party number (e.g., local number) into proper routable format to the intended local destination, are not anchored in the IMS. CAMEL processing in the CS domain may translate dialled numbers into the international number format, if required. If a call from a VCC subscriber is not anchored in the IMS, domain transfer is not supported for that call.

Priority call handling is not preserved when priority call originated by VCC subscribers in the CS domain is anchored in IMS.

CAMEL Service (FE-C)

The CAMEL service function operates either independently or in collaboration with the CSAF (FE-B). It performs the following functions:

-
Enforcement of CS redirection policy.

-
Optionally assist in allocation and de-allocation of IMRN for routing of originating calls via CS domain.

-
Communication of call related data from CS domain to IMS; e.g. communication of original called and calling party numbers for CS origination.

-
Redirection of CS calls to IMS using IMRN.

-
Resolution of VCC Application PSI from VDN upon domain transfer to CS.
-
Translates dialled numbers into the international number format.

Use of the HSS by the gsmSCF to access the CAMEL Service (FE-C) is for further study.
