Introduction

In the SA2 #53 several editor’s Notes were added to the section 6.5.3.  This contribution provides cases on the restriction of domain transfer.  If the proposed texts are accepted, several editor’s notes are proposed to be deleted.
Delete the following editor note, per additional new texts proposed.

Editor’s Note: It is FFS if a request for Domain Transfer shall be rejected in these cases

Editor’s Note: It is FFS whether the UE should or shall not request a domain transfer
Editor’s Note: It is FFS whether a UE may decide to drop a held call or a to allow a domain transfer of an active leg.  

During the discussion of the VCC adhoc (Aug 23-25) on S2-062741, S2-062788, S2-062738&39, S2-062921, there was a general understanding that domain transfer for a VCC UE with 2 sessions with one session on Call Hold/Call Waiting service can be controlled with operator policy such that the UE may perform the domain transfer on an active leg by first disconnecting the non-active session.

For CONF or MPTY service, there is no non-active sessions so it is not possible for the UE to perform domain transfer by first disconnecting the non-active sessions. Thus, it is proposed to specify that the VCC UE shall not perform Domain transfer in this case.

The proposal here is to define the above understandings to the VCC TS.

Inserted the following next texts to the TS 23.206

Operator Policies on the Domain Transfer
Service Operators have the capability to configure their Domain Transfer policies that are enforced in the VCC Application and in the VCC UE. These policies will be used to determine whether the Domain Transfer is permitted or not.  

Operator policies for a VCC UE engaged in Call Hold or Call Wait may include for example, performing the Domain Transfer of the active call/session only, or performing Domain transfer of the held call/session only, or continue the sessions/calls without Domain Transfer. Policies can have different settings on each Domain Transfer direction (i.e., IMS to CS, and CS to IMS). 

Editor Note: Numerous mechanisms may be used to obtain Operator’s policies.  The actual decision is FFS.

Impact of Service Behaviour





A UE shall not request a Domain Transfer when it is engaged in an active CONF or MPTY service that it is in control, because the behaviour is not defined after a Domain Transfer has occurred (see clause 6.5.2.5).

A VCC UE, subject to the Operator policies, may be allowed to perform the Domain Transfer while the VCC UE has active calls/sessions ongoing with other calls/sessions on Hold/Wait. If domain transfer is allowed by the operator policy, the VCC UE shall request the Domain Transfer for appropriate call/session.
Editor’s Note: It is FFS if the B2BUA is able to reissue the invite for a waiting call automatically upon transfer of the active leg.
