Abstract of document:

The TS 23.204 documents the architecture and high-level stage-2 procedure for providing SMS and MMS over generic IP access, basing on the SIP/IMS based mechanism

Status of the study:

The TS 23.204 is considered to be 85% complete and is presented "for Approval" to SA #33.

The major updates since last presentation:
- Further refine of the procedures;
- Enhancement of the IMS-SMS messaging interworking;

- Tidying up of the TS.

Outstanding Issues:

- The terminating routing handling is linked to the MT SMSC WI (14019) in CT4 which requires completion before incorporation into TS 23.204
Contentious Issues:

Extensive discusion on the IMS-SMS messaging interworking scenarios/requirement of this WI:

(1) The transmission level interworking: transparently carrying encapsulated SMS messages in SIP messages.

No company against this interworking scenario, it’s also considered as complete in the current TS.
(2) In addition to (1), support the service level interworking: requests translation between SMS messages and SIP messages (e.g., SMS contents and SIP message text bodies), possible enhancement for the interworking between different messaging services.

The results of the straw poll in the SA2 plenary:

· 5 companies believe that scenario (2) is not within the scope of the current WI and shall not  be include in Rel7:  They feel that such a requirement requires a new WID to be developed and requirements to be fully flushed out in this area.  

· Other 5 companies believe that scenario (2) is within the scope of the current WI and should be completed in Rel.7
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
