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SA4 would like to thank RAN2 for their LS on rate-adaptive real-time media. 

SA4 is in the final stage of the work within the work item MTSI-MHI which will result in a technical specification, TS 26.114. The current draft of this specification contains details about rate adaptation such as protocol support for transmitting adaptation information in section 10 as well as an informative example of an adaptation scheme for speech in annex C. Note that there is no mandatory adaptation control mechanism in the specification, only the protocol support for transmitting information that can be used in adaptation algorithms is specified.  
When a receiver of a media flow in MTSI detects packet losses at a rate above a specific threshold, the normal behaviour is to convey information to the sender either that these losses have occurred or that a specific action is requested from the sender. This action typically includes rate reduction and may include other measures such as application level redundancy and frame aggregation. The exact behaviour in terms of the above mentioned threshold and the temporal behaviour of the adaptation mechanism is implementation dependent. 
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
