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Abstract of the contribution:

The contribution proposes to clarify that ICS UE needs to register to IMS whenever it has PS access.

1. Introduction

It is propose to add a clause under UE requirement section to clarify that ICS UE shall perform IMS registration via the PS access in order to access the ICS services. 

2. Discussion
An operator offering the ICS services is not assumed to limit the service offering to speech only. Since the ICS UE accessing to ICS system can get only speech services via I1-cs, it is assumed that the ICS UE using I1-cs typically also registers to IMS whenever PS access is available in order to access other IMS services. It should be noted that this does not require DTM or Multi-RAB, since the ICS UE can perform the SIP REGISTER while not engaged to CS call. If the registration refresh or refresh of the reg event package subscription occurs in the UE while engaged to a CS call, the UE should perform a new registration after the CS call has been released.
