Introduction

In TS 23.279 the function for combining CS and IMS services is defined, more specifically, a CSI Application Server is defined which can be used to split sessions. As a similar functionality is proposed for the MMSC architecture, the discussion was raised at SA2#59 in Helsinki to clarify their relationship.
In the CSI specification, the CSI service is only defined for terminating calls from a MMTel user to a CSI user. This is quite different from MMSC where all calls are anchored in the MMSC AS located in the home IMS domain.
The figure below illustrates how sessions are handled in CSI. The IMS multimedia and CS sessions are split in two sessions in the CSI AS into one session for “other media” which is transmitted over PS and one session which is broken out to the CS domain, i.e. the S-CSCF forwards it to the BGCF/MGCF
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The figure below shows the MMSC scenario. In MMSC originating session over PS and CS are merged, in the SSMF, before the MMTel service. In case of a terminating MMTel session, the session is split in the SSMF into two sessions after the MMTel service.
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In effect this means that when making originating MMSC calls that terminates in CSI, CSI is always presented with a single combined multimedia session. This session can then be split into IMS and CS session on the CSI side. It can be safely assumed that a user is either a CSI user or a MMSC user, but not both at the same time.

It is proposed to add the following section into 3GPP TR 23.893.

MMSC and CSI interworking

An MMSC originated call will always be anchored in the home IMS domain and present a single combined multimedia session towards the remote party over the NNI. For an IMS originated call CSI is only defined for the terminated scenario, where the CSI AS will receive the combined session. This session can be split according to the rules of CSI thus enabling MMSC and CSI to coexist.
