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Abstract of the contribution: this contribution proposed new requirements to be inserted to the TR 23.826.
I. Introduction
Currently it is assumed that the VCC support for Emergency Calls is a feature provided by the visited network, therefore, no subscription is required. In the current TR 23.826, it is further assumed that the VCC procedure will be triggered unconditionally for all the emergency call (both CS and IMS). However, in a commercial deployment scenario there will be mixed UEs (single mode, dual mode, legacy CS only, enhanced IMS only or Multimode) in the market for any given time. For those CS calls from CS only UEs (or IMS only), it doesn’t make sense to initiate the VCC for Emergency procedure to have all these CS only calls be anchored at a VCC functional node, especially if multiple trans-coding will apply to the voice bearer at the media gateway(s).
It is desired to make sure the VCC for Emergency Call procedures are triggered only when the UE is capable of CS and IMS voice and the network supports VCC for Emergency Call. To address this issue, the proposal is that the UE should always provide its voice call capability (CS only, IMS only or CS+IMS) and location service capabilities (e.g. SUPL, AGPS etc.) during the emergency call initiation signalling. The UE capabilities will allow the network to decide whether VCC for Emergency Call procedure should be triggered and what positioning procedure should be initiated before and after domain transfer.

Architectural Requirements

3. The use of GTT device (e.g., TTY) for CS emergency call [5] needs to be considered. The solution shall not require changes to the TTY device or the interface toward the terminal.

4. The solution shall be based on domain transfer procedures specified in Rel-07 VCC TS 23.206.

5. The solution shall be able to support multiple invocations of domain transfers in either direction (CS domain and IMS) while the user is engaged in an emergency call; i.e., subsequent domain transfer shall be supported.

6. The solution shall consider support of domain transfers of emergency Calls in areas where multiple visited IMS networks may be available to the user.

7. Support of the solution shall be optional in the UE and network. A UE or network that does not support the solution shall not be impacted.

8. The solution should be able to provide continuity of location support following domain transfer by providing the PSAP with an accurate initial and updated location estimate, according to applicable regional requirements and subject to the constraints of the PSAP interface.

10. The VCC procedure should be triggered only when both the UE and visited network support VCC for emergency calls.
