Support of subscription based business trunking arrangements

X.1
General 

This annex describes the architectural requirements for the connection of a Next Generation Corporate Network site (NGCN site) to the IMS using the Gm reference point. 

X.2
NGCN site with Gm compliant business trunk interface

No adaptation is needed for Gm compliant NGCN sites. These can be connected directly to the Gm reference point.

X.3
NGCN site without Gm compliant business trunk interface

In case, an NGCN site is not fully compliant to the Gm reference point, an interworking function shall be applied between the P-CSCF and the connected NGCN site, at the termination of the Gm reference point. The interworking function is a logical function and it may for example be used to handle special originating/terminating request procedures. 

The details of the interworking function are out of scope to specify.

NOTE: 
The interworking function can for example be co-located within a P-CSCF in the operator network, or within a CNG in the customer premises network.
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
