This contribution clarifies how home link operation over GPRS is handled for the UE/User with mobility enabled.

6.5. Home Link Operation over GPRS
When the operator implements home link operation over GPRS, the UE will get IP connectivity as per current GPRS procedure.
- The UE attaches to GPRS, and is given an address or IPv6 Prefix belonging to the operator addressing space as defined in 3GPP TS23.060  and 3GPP TS29.061.
Editors note: It is FFS whether the UE needs to discover its HA and configures a SA with the Home Agent  prior to the handover or after the handover to I-WLAN i.e. visited link. 
- When the UE moves, it needs to discover the HA, setup security associations and register the Home address (previously assigned) with the new address Care-of address (remote IP address) obtained in the target access system (e.g. I-WLAN).
- If the UE comes back to GPRS, the MIP tunnelling is de-activated and normal GPRS routing is performed
NOTE1: As the UE is in the home network, there are no Mobile IP overheads on the GPRS network.
NOTE2: How the UE knows it’s in the home link when it’s connected to GPRS and how to ensure that the IP anchor point is not changed after UE moves to I-WLAN are FFS.
