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GSMA IREG Packet thanks 3GPP SA2 for its LS on possible application for IPX Proxies (S2‑074819).

GSMA IREG Packet discussed the subject of converting between GTP and PMIP, and concluded that it is not GSMA's place to define such a feature and/or logical element. Until such a feature/logical entity is specified, deciding where it should reside is not possible, and further, it is GSMA IREG Packet’s belief that the definition of the function does not affect where it is physically located or vice versa.  Thus GSMA IREG Packet believes that the work of 3GPP on this subject is independent of that of the GSMA, and the function for converting between GTP to PMIP can be defined logically without 3GPP needing to determine where the physical realisation of such a function occurs.  

If 3GPP sees a need for this function and thus creates the definition for it (i.e. stage 1, 2 and 3), then GSMA IREG Packet could potentially then give recommendations as to where it should reside within GSMA documentation.
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
