	Location change (ECGI)

If the Location change trigger is provided, the PDN GW should request the Serving GW to report any changes in location to the level indicated by the trigger according to the procedures described in TS 23.401 [17]. If credit-authorization triggers and event triggers require different levels of reporting of location change for different EPS Bearer for a single UE, the Serving GW reports location changes to the highest level of detail required. However, the PDN GW should not trigger a request for PCC rules if the report received is more detailed than requested by the PCRF.

For EPS the traffic mapping information is represented by the TFT information.

For EPS the AMBR change is indicated by HSS-initiated Subscribed QoS Modification procedure in TS23.401 [17]. The AMBR change may trigger the PCRF to adjust the authorised MBR of non-GBR EPS Bearers of the UE.
