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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to thank CT4 for looking into the details of these procedures. This work is the natural continuation of the Stage 2 work done in 23.060. SA2 has discussed the scenarios and associated solutions outlined in LS and agree with the proposed clarifications of the procedures for Rel-7. Since SA2 sees this work as a natural step in the work process we recommend CT4 to continue their work in line with the clarifications as described in your LS without further delay. SA2 might at a later stage align TS 23.060 with Stage 3 specifications; this is left to individual companies' initiatives.
During the discussions it was mentioned that there can be situations when the SGSN needs to page the UE which can lead to timeouts in the GGSN, and re-transmissions. This is applicable to Network Requested Secondary PDP Context Activation which is the subject of this LS, and also to e.g. GGSN Initiated PDP Context Modification and Deactivation, where the SGSN also waits for the UE response before responding to the GGSN. These timeouts and retransmissions might lead to poor performance e.g. when voice is handled by GPRS. SA2 invite CT4 to consider more reliable (data link layer) solutions when specifying GTPv2.
