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Abstract of the contribution: Clarification of clause 4.7
Introduction

The clause has text that states that an operator should make the documented configurations in the subscriber’s implicit registration set if an IMS operator provides bother ICS UE and non ICS UE services. (My italics.) It isn’t clear what “services” means in this context and due to the extensive use of the term for different things it is suggested that the text is reworded slightly. 

In addition “all of” seems redundant, and at this point is incorrect since there are only two provisions listed.
Proposed changes

Coexistence of an ICS UE and a non ICS UE 

It shall be possible to provide ICS for an ICS UE and a non ICS UE in home and in visited networks.  

Home and visited networks with MSC Server enhanced for support of ICS shall support call originations and terminations for ICS UE.

The MSC Server enhanced for ICS avoids conflicts with other IMS registrations (which includes that used by an ICS UE) by using a Private User Identity and Public User Identity specifically reserved for use by MSC Server registrations. See sub‑clause 4.6.2 for more information. An IMS operator who provides both ICS and non ICS UEs to its subscribers should make the following provisions in order to avoid registration conflicts:

Configure the ICS specific Private User Identity as defined in sub‑clause 4.6.2 to point to the subscriber's implicit registration set; and

Add the ICS specific Public User Identity as defined in sub‑clause 4.6.2 to the subscriber's implicit registration set
