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1. Overall Description:

SA2 is now working on IWLAN Mobility in TS 23.327, in which, the UE moves seamlessly between IWLAN and legacy GPRS access network by using DSMIPv6. A Home Agent which has the function of collection IWLAN mobility related accounting information is introduced in TS 23.327. The Home Agent reports the accounting information to the 3GPP AAA Server via Reference point H2. The 3GPP AAA Server generates the CDR for the Home Agent, and sends it to the Offline Charging System via Wf refenence point as it’s specified in TS 23.234.

There is a charging requirement that operators shall be able to charge users based on the used RAT type, e.g., charging when WLAN is used could differ from charging when UTRAN is used to get the same service.

In SA2 there was some discussion whether the CDRs generated by the 3GPP AAA server based on the accounting information received form the HA shall include the used RAT type or not. In SA2 companies have a hesitance whether the offline charging system can correlate the CDRs received from the 3GPP AAA server (generated based on the accounting information received from the HA) with the CDRs received from the GGSN or the PDG in order to identify the used RAT type. The offline charging system can also identify the used RAT type based on the care-of address of the user or the identifier of the used gateway (GGSN or PDG), which can be easily included in the CDRs.
From the architecture point of view it would be desirable to avoid the inclusion of the RAT type in the CDRs generated based on the HA accounting information, since at the moment in the HA there is no explicit information about it. 
2. Actions:

To SA5: 
SA2 kindly asks SA5 to provide guidance whether there is a need to include the RAT type in CDRs generated based on the accounting information received from the HA or the offline charging system can identify the RAT type based on other information elements of the CDRs (e.g., care-of address, gateway identifier) or CDR correlation.. 
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
