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Definitions, symbols and abbreviations

3.1
Definitions

Inter-Device Transfer: Transfer at the IMS-level of the end user control of a session and/or all or some of the media components of that session between devices under the control of the same user.
Device: An equipment supporting one of the authentication schemes defined for Common IMS [x] to access the IMS core network.
Controller Device: The device used for the end user control of the session. A Controller Device may control Local and/or Remote Media. Additionally it controls:

- The transfer of media components of a session between different Media Devices, and/or
- the transfer of media components of a session between itself and another device, and/or
- the transfer of the end user control of the session to another device.
Media Device: The device used to set up the media; it provides the control necessary to setup and maintain the media. A Media Device may take the role of a Controller Device.
Local Media: Media established on the device providing the end user control for the session.
Remote Media: Media established on a device different from the device providing the end user control for the session.

Remote Media Session: An IMS session with at least one Remote Media. A Remote Media Session may also include one or more Local Media.

Remote End User Control: End user control of a session with at least one media established on a device different from the device providing the end user control.
Media Session: A session established between the network and the Media Device.
Release Control Mode Transfer: A transfer of IMS session in which the end user control of the session is transferred from the Controller Device to another device that takes the role of new Controller Device. The new Controller Device may previously be a Media Device.
Keep Control Mode Transfer: A transfer of IMS session in which the end user control of the session is kept at the Controller Device.
