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Abstract of the contribution: Proposes to clarify T-ADS description to cover the case when user is registered using multiple devices.
Discussion

It is possible an IMS user to register his Public User Identity from several devices. In this case an incoming session may fork to more than one of these devices based on the registered capabilities. In addition, it is possible to for a user to use multiple CS capable devices under the same IMS Public User Identity. The T-ADS currently defined in TS 23.292 and TS 23.237 does not take these possibilities into account.
The T-ADS behaviour is described in TS 23.292 section 5.3.1 as part of SCC AS functionality. It is explained that for an incoming session directed to an ICS user, the T-ADS selects one contact address and access network for delivery. 
In TS 23.237 section 5.3.1 the definition of T-ADS is extended by defining that more than one contacts can be selected and the incoming session can be splitted and delivered to these different contacts. 
Proposal

It is proposed to clarify the T-ADS for the case the user is registered using multiple devices as follows:
1) In TS 23.232 clarify that T-ADS selects the UEs (one ore more) to which the incoming session is targeted to and selects a contact address and access network for each of these UEs for delivery. CR implementing this is proposed in S2-086710.
2) In TS 23.237 clarify that the T-ADS can additionally select more than one contact address for each of the selected UEs. CR implementing this is proposed in S2-086711.
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
