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1. Overall Description:

3GPP SA2 have started their Release 9 work on Inter-UE Transfer to provide mobility of media flows and service control of a session between different devices under the same subscription (i.e. Inter-UE Transfer)

· Inter-UE Transfer scenarios for transferring/retrieval/addition/deletion of media flows;

· Inter-UE Transfer scenarios for transferring/retrieval of service control;

· Transferring media flows to the target UE whilst keeping the service control in the source UE.

The Stage 2 Work is intended to be completed for SA#44 (June 2009) as depicted in attached Work Item for “IMS Service Continuity Enhancements: Service, Policy and Interactions”.

From 3GPP perspective, this IMS work item seems to have some relationship with the work of OMA Converged IP Messaging (CPM) and especially in regards to the CPM requirements related  to the multi-device environment and the functions performed by the CPM underlying SIP/IP Core network entities. 
Specifically, we note the CPM requirements where the CPM Enabler shall allow the CPM User to:
· Switch a CPM Session from one device to another device with minimal interruption of the CPM Session. This calls for having the CPM Session History or part of it (based upon user's preferences and/or the service provider's policy) displayed on the new device when requesting to switch a CPM Session from one device to another.

· Choose which of his/her devices must be used for the added and/or modified continuous Media within the current CPM Session.

· Retrieve, from one of his/her devices, a list of his/her registered devices bound with all of his/her registered CPM Addresses, and for each of his registered CPM Addresses, to provide the following information per registered device bound to that CPM Address: 1.) the capabilities of the device and 2.) the list of current CPM Sessions together with associated Media.
Thus it is believed that 3GPP (SA2 for the architecture part) and OMA CPM groups should cooperate to ensure consistency and alignment between their works, specifically, in the areas where 3GPP’s Inter-UE Transfer and OMA’s CPM Multi-Device Environment have overlaps and interactions. To that end we would like to request information on the workplan for the OMA CPM work to determine whether there is a likelyhood of parallel working in the two groups.

2. Inform 3GPP of OMA MWG/CPM plans/deadline to have specified CPM multi-device features, which would interact with Inter-UE Transfer defined by 3GPP
3. Liaise to 3GPP on any item that you believe would require co-operation between the works done by both standard bodies
