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Abstract of the contribution: This paper clarifies the use of transaction identifiers in case of conference calls and session transfer.
Discussion
At SA2 #72, Alternative 1 for the support of mid-call services was progressed and the agreements made have been documented in TR 23.838.  

In MMTel and also for an MSC Server enhanced for ICS (see TS 29.292) it is possible to remove a participant from the conference call. In order to support disconnection of a conference participant after a session transfer from PS to CS, both the UE and the MSC Server must have the same view on Transaction Identifiers for all conference participants up to the limit supported in CS (i.e., in case there are more participants in an conference calls than can be handled when being on CS, not every participant can be identified by Transaction Identifiers when using the CS access). Overall, different possible ways ahead regarding conference calls have been discussed, and it was agreed to:

· Support disconnecting a party from the conference when using CS access but limit the number of conference participants over PS to a number than can be handled on the CS access.
The support of disconnecting a party from the conference requires Transaction Identifier for each conference participant to be in sync between UE and MSC for the case after session transfer from PS to CS.
Further it was agreed at SA2 #72 to only exchange Transaction Identifiers between UE and SCC AS when the UE is camping on PS and using conference service; the UE will allocate the Transaction Identifier and send them to the SCC AS for the conference service. These Transaction Identifiers are used to disconnect a party if needed when the UE is camping on a CS access.
The following is a sketch of a possible protocol level solution (the UE is camping on PS):

· The UE, when adding a participant to a conference, allocates a Transaction Identifier and includes it into the message send to the IMS. The allocated Transaction Identifier must be different from the predefined ones.
· The SCC AS records the Transaction Identifier as a Transaction Identifier for a conference participants and includes it into the Session State Information

· In case of session transfer from PS to CS according to Alternative 1, the SCC AS sends the Session State Information to the MSC Server (already documented in TR 23.838).
After the session transfer, both UE and MSC Server have the same view on Transaction Identifiers.
The detailed handling of Transaction Identifies in CS is specified in TS 24.008 as a Stage 3 detail. The same holds true for Alternative 1 and conference calls: it is a Stage 3 protocol detail on how Transaction Identifiers are exchanged.
Conclusion / Proposal
It is proposed to discuss the above-made analysis and to agree that further details on Transaction Identifier handling can be left for Stage 3. 
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
