IMS voice over PS Session Supported Indication

The serving PLMN shall send an indication toward the UE during the Attach procedure, Tacking Area Update procedures and GUTI Reallocation procedure if an IMS voice over PS session is supported. The serving PLMN uses this indicator to indicate to the UE whether it can expect a successful IMS voice over PS session. A UE with "IMS voice over PS" voice capability should take this indication into account, as specified in TS 23.221 [17].

The serving PLMN provides this indication based e.g. on local policy, HPLMN, the SRVCC capability of the network and UE and/or extends of E-UTRAN/UTRAN coverage. This indication is per TAI list.

GUTI Reallocation procedure

The MME may initiate the GUTI Reallocation procedure to reallocate the GUTI and/or TAI list at any time when a signalling association is established between UE and MME. The GUTI Reallocation procedure allocates a new GUTI and/or a new TAI list to the UE. The GUTI and/or the TAI list may also be reallocated by the Attach or the Tracking Area Update procedures.

The GUTI Reallocation procedure is illustrated in Figure 5.3.7-1.
