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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks CT3 for the Liaison received in C3-091574 regarding ARP Handling When UE-init Bearer Modification.

SA2 agreed that it has not been specified whether the ARP information is also provided during the UE-initiated bearer resource modification procedures in the current TS 23.203, and realized the combination of ARP and QCI information is sufficient for the PCRF to find the ARP that assigned to the PCC rules bound to the same bearer.

SDF packet filter identifier(s) may also be sent to the PCRF for such purpose; however, this needs to modify current procedure as PCRF need assign SDF packet filter identifier(s) on the Gx in the Network-initiated procedures. Using this mechanism, if the PCRF received an UE-initiated SDF filter identifier(s) together with the Network-initiated SDF filter identifier(s), the PCRF will merge the UE-initiated SDF with existing Network-initiated SDF and modify the existing PCC rule. This leads both the Network-initiated and UE-initiated (later procedure) SDF packet filter(s) were aggregated into one SDF and authorizes only one PCC rule to the PCEF. Thus the bandwidth of Network-initiated service previously (mostly are GBR service) may not be guaranteed as the authorized bandwidth in the same PCC rule is shared by the UE-initiated service. Plus, this also leads the Network-initiated and UE-initiated service to use same charging rule, which SA2 does not accept.  
The PCC rule applied to the current bearer is also another information element sufficient for the PCRF to find the ARP that assigned to the PCC rules bound to the same bearer.

SA2 kindly ask CT3 to take the above into considerations that the combination of ARP and QCI, or PCC rule applied to the current bearer are information element sufficient for the PCRF to find the ARP that assigned to the PCC rules bound to the same bearer.
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
