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IP flow mobility allows a UE to establish a PDN connection via both a 3GPP access and a non-3GPP access simultaneously. In order to route IP flows through an appropriate access for the UE, the UE needs to construct the routing rules and request to store them at the HA. 

This document provides the description on routing filter which is used to construct the routing rules. This is based on clause 7.1.1.5 of TR23.861 v1.3 and can be applicable to both I-WLAN and EPS.

Routing Filters 
Routeing filters are a set of parameter values/ranges used to identify one or more IP flows. The set of parameters that can be included as routeing filters is the same as the ones that can be included in a Traffic Flow Template (TFT). The routing filter is associated with a routing address(either CoA or HoA) to construct the routing rules.
