Architectural requirements

The same level of interface should be maintained between the WLAN UE and the ePDG (SWu interface) so that UEs can use PMIP and GTP based S2b interchangeably (i.e. no roaming hurdles): 
-
the WLAN UE sets up one IKE Security association/IPsec tunnel per PDN connection, carrying traffic possibly pertaining to different IP flows;
-
it may be considered to add parameters to the IKEv2 authentication and tunnel establishment signalling sequence, but this should be avoided unless really required.
The impacts to the existing functionalities and to the EPC shall be minimized. The protocol design on S2b should aim at keeping S2b GTP operations similar to those supported on GTP-based S5/S8 as much as possible. 
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
