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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to thank RAN3 for their LS on this topic. This has been very helpful in clarifying SA2 specification. 

SA2 has analyzed two scenarios based on the setting of BCCH indicator for the PLMN support of IMS emergency calls as follows:

1. The broadcast indicator is set to ‘supported’: If any of the MMEs in a non-shared environment or one of PLMNs in a shared network environment supports IMS emergency bearer services.
a. If the selected PLMN supports IMS emergency calls, the eNB performs MME selection according to the PLMN selected by the UE. 
b. If the selected PLMN does not support IMS emergency calls the eNB does not change the PLMN the UE selected but routes the signalling to the MME of another shared PLMN that supports IMS emergency calls.
2. The PLMN does not support emergency call in a non-shared or shared network environment:
a. The UE selects a cell capable of handling IMS emergency calls before originating an IMS emergency call.

b. If the UE cannot find a cell capable of handling IMS emergency calls, the UE selects a cell capable of handling CS emergency calls. 

It is found that the scenario 1 is the one that RAN3 brought up to explain why it is not needed to have an additional indicator of PLMN for the support of the IMS emergency calls. However scenario 2 demonstrates the necessity of the broadcast indicator when the selected PLMN does not support emergency calls in both of the non-shared and shared network environment.
