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	If the MS wants to re-establish RABs which is assigned for preserved PDP context, the service request procedure can be used by the MS both in idle mode and connected mode. 

If the network wants to re-establish RABs, according to the specification, if the MS is in idle mode, the network shall initiates paging fisrt. However, if the MS has signalling connection but the requested PDP context related RABs are not established, how to re-establish the RABs are not described in specification.

In GnGp SGSN, the downlink data will transmit to the SGSN, then SGSN can initiate RAB assignment. In S4 SGSN, if direct tunnel is not enabled, the downlink data will arrived to SGSN as well, however, if direct tunnel is enabled, the downlink data will arrived to serving GW, the serving GW shall inform SGSN to re-establish the RAB.

9.2.5.2
Re-establishment of RABs

The procedure for re-establishment of RABs allows the SGSN to re-establish RABs for active PDP contexts that don't have an associated RAB.

The MS initiates the re-establishment of RABs by using the Service Request (Service Type = Data) message. This is described in the clause "MS Initiated Service Request Procedure". SGSN shall not establish RABs for PDP contexts with maximum bit rate for uplink and downlink of 0 kbit/s. For these PDP contexts, the MS shall perform a MS-initiated PDP Context Modification or Deactivation procedure.

When RABs for an MS that has no RRC connection needs to be re-established, the CN must first page the MS. The clause "Network Initiated Service Request Procedure" describes this. After MS establishs the signalling connection, SGSN initiates the re-establishment of RABs by using the RAB assignament which is described in clause 12.7.4. 
When RABs for an MS that has RRC connection needs to be re-established, in GnGp SGSN or S4 SGSN without direct tunnel established, SGSN initiates the re-establishment of RABs by using the RAB assignment directly. In S4 SGSN with direct tunnel established case, the S-GW shall inform SGSN and SGSN initiates the re-establishment of RABs by using the RAB assignment procedure.
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
