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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to thank SA1 for providing TR 22.896 on Study for Continuity of Data Sessions to Local Network for review by SA2.
SA2 has answered SA1's requirements on MRA in Rel-10 during the development of LIPA by including the concept of "LIPA conditional" APNs which is SA2's solution to MRA from Rel-10 onwards, and allows to connect to "LIPA" APNs while away from the local IP network (please see TS 23.401 and TS 23.060 for details about the solution). Note that there is no charging issue with the "LIPA-conditional APN" concept.
SA2 is developing in Rel-11 the architecture for support of mobility of LIPA bearers within the local IP network and SIPTO at the local network (LIMONET), with not intent currently at looking at mobility of IP sessions of "LIPA conditional" APNs established within resp. outside the local IP network area.

Given SA2's current work load for LIMONET and overall, and the limited number of meetings until the completion of Rel-11, SA2 does not believe it possible to fulfil any further requirements such as proposed by SA1 within Rel-11.

Moreover, providing continuity between an "MRA session" (i.e. a PDN connection for a "LIPA conditional" APN while outside the local IP network) and a LIPA session would result in a deactivation of the PDN connection followed by a reconnection to the same APN. It has been demonstrated several times in SA2 already that preservation of IP address is not possible during a change of PDN GW (P-GW, GGSN, or L-GW), and thus requirements on preservation of IP address and ports are unlikely to be met between MRA and LIPA. For cases where IP address preservation is required, this is already possible by only using a remote PDN GW with a direct connection to the local network as is already possible since Rel-99.
