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This document discusses the scenario of per-UE based policy provided by ANDSF.
1. Discussion
In current scheme, ANDSF provides network selection policy to UE taking into account Location, Application type, Access Network, etc.  However, the policy is not designed in a customized way for different UE or users. The per-UE based policy, which provides different policies across UEs, is needed in view of the following factors. 
1) Users have different subscription data.  Users may be classified as A/B/C types which have different service requirements leading to different QoS or mobility requirements.  Users may also be different for their data Plan which will have different inclination on network usage for the selection between WLAN and 3GPP network.

2) There are many types of UE. The UE may have variant types, e.g., smart phone, feather phone, PAD, dongle, etc. The operator may encourage UEs, e.g, dangles, to use WLAN since they have high data usage and low mobility requirement.

3) User behaviours are different. Such user may tend to use applications such as streaming much more often than others. Users may also use operator’s services in variant level. The network may use different policies for the users.

In view of above, per-UE based ANDSF policy is more flexible and helps to provide customised service for users. The user experience can be improved.
It is proposed to include the scenario to TR23.855.

Proposal 
It is proposed to add relevant sections of per-UE based policy in TR 23.855.

4.2.X Per-UE based policy

The operator may need to provide different policy to different UE. This is caused by different subscription data, UE types and user behaviour. The IP flow policy across different access network may be different due to the different requirement on QoS and mobility. Therefore, ANDSF should be able to provide flexible ISRP policies for different UE to improve user experience.
