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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks SA5 for their LS on PDP/PDN Address definition.
SA2 would like to point out to SA5 that since Rel-8 only IPv6 stateless autoconfiguration is supported for the IPv6 prefix allocation to the UE. Also, as stated in TS 23.401, “For privacy, the UE may change the interface identifier used to generate full IPv6 address, as defined in TS 23.221 [27] without involving the network.”  Hence, the network is not aware of the full IPv6 address of the UE. Hence, the network nodes (PGW, SGW, MME, SGSN) can only provide the IPv6 prefix to the charging system.
Even with the feature of IPv6 prefix delegation where an IPv6 shorter than the default /64 prefix maybe  allocated to the UE, the network nodes (PGW, SGW, MME, SGSN) only keep track of the shorter than /64 prefix of the UE. Hence, this IPv6 prefix is provided to the charging system.

The IPv6 prefix is unique per UE.

However, SA2 realises that the encoding of how IPv6 prefix is provided to the charging system, i.e which of the two approaches provided in the LS to use based on backwards compatibility issues, is a stage-3 matter for SA5 to decide.
