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Abstract of document:

In the context of support of roaming for voice over IMS, the GSM Association has decided the charging principles applied to Circuit Switched voice roaming should be applied. In order to fulfil this requirement this technical report has analysed and proposed architecture alternatives on how the session should be set up so that such charging principles can be applied.

As some of the aspects of the roaming are outside the scope of 3GPP (e.g. interaction with carrier networks, roaming agreements) this study is performed in close cooperation with the GSM Association which provided additional requirements and guidance during its development.
Changes since last presentation to SA Meeting #53:

Although the technical report documents three distinct alternatives, all of them were based on precise guidelines provided by GSMA on how the signalling and media should be routed. Tied by this constraint, during the drafting of the report it was realized that the differences between these three alternatives were not completely irreconcilable, particularly under an architectural point of view. 
As a consequence, rather than selecting a specific alternative, it was agreed that in the normative phase, the solution will be based on the parts that all the alternatives have in common and on the principles formulated in the conclusions section of this technical report.
