	Serving network policy for selecting a domain for emergency call only applies when selecting the first domain to try:

Rel-9 of TS 22.101 states in 10.1.2 that “serving network policy” dictates emergency call can be attempted first in a domain where non-emergency calls are possible:
(1)
A UE that is connected to a domain in which it is possible for the UE to make voice calls, shall use that domain to attempt an emergency call unless serving network policy (based on regulatory requirements and operator needs) requires the UE, including an unauthenticated UE, to attempt the emergency call on a specific domain first. 

Determining the domain where it is possible to make a voice call/session depends on more valiables than IMSVoPS:
When determining if it is possible to originate voice calls in a domain, it is insufficient to only take into account only IMSVoPS, see TS 23.221, TS 24.301 et all (see voice domain selection). 
Furthermore, it is possible that a UE attempts an emergency call on a domain not preferred for voice calls according to TS 24.229. The network may reject the request based on its policies, which may be driven by regulator requirements.
It is unnesseary to take into account whether a UE is attached in CS or PS domain:
Rel-9 of TS 22.101 states also in 10.1.2 that for UEs connected to multiple domains:

(2)
If the UE is connected to more than one domain in which it is possible for the UE to make voice calls, the UE shall attempt an emergency call on the same domain it would use to originate a non-emergency voice call unless serving network policy (based on regulatory requirements and operator needs) requires the UE, including an unauthenticated UE, to attempt the emergency call on a specific domain first.
Since in both cases ((1) and (2)) it is the serving network policy that determines whether emergency call can be attempted in the domain first, it is unnesseary to take into account whether a UE is attached/connected in CS or PS domain.
Even if the UE is connected to 2 domains as (2), the “domain it would use to originate a non-emergency voice call” is determined by voice domain selection.
If serving network policy indicates attempting the emergency on another domain first, then upon failure the UE still makes a second attempt.
UE automatically makes a second attempt on another, supported domain:
Rel-9 of TS 22.101 states:

(3)
In the case where an emergency call attempt by a UE fails, the UE should automatically make a second attempt on the other domain if the UE supports it.

It is therefore incorrect to have empty cells in table H.1.

It should be noted that stage 3 supports emergency calls on non-emergency bearers, subject to policies in the network (e.g. for non-UE-detected emergency calls).

	Annex H.5. has been corrected to be inline with stage 1 requirements and existing stage 3 procedures:
- stage 1’s term “domain in which it is possible for the UE to make voice calls” is translated into the result of “domain selection for UE originating calls”;

- removed dependency on UE attach status to CS and PS domain;
- allow second attempt on domain not preferred by serving network policy, even if IMSVoPS is set to negative.

Domain Priority and Selection Rules for Emergency Call Attempts

This clause details the domain priority and selection (see clause 7.3) for an IMS and CS capable UE that attempts to make an emergency call on UTRAN and E-UTRAN radio access networks based on the support for IMS Emergency Servicesand domain selection for UE originating calls results in selecting the IMS.

The following table (Table H.1) defines the rules that decide the first domain to attempt an EMC on, for a UE initiating the EMC, when the UE is not in limited service state, (last 2 columns) for different initial conditions (first 2 columns).
