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	There is no statement on how a UE ensure the services continuity when the traffics of the UEmove between 3GPP access networks and Non-3GPP access networks. Such scenario may apprear under the Multi Access PDN connectivity case and the IP flow mobility case.
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	It is clarified that the UE shall support logical interface to support conituity or flow mobility when moving between 3GPP access and non-3GPP access.

IPMS solutions

On handover to 3GPP access, UE shall request for IP address preservation by setting Request Type flag to "handover" during the attach procedure.

NOTE:
UE requests for address preservation if S2c is used over source access network or MIPv4 FACoA is used to connect over source access network or UE is capable of Network address preservation.

When the UE provides an indication of its supported mobility modes either during initial attach or on handover, the UE provides such information to the entity performing IPMS during network access authentication, for trusted non-3GPP accesses, or during authentication for tunnel establishment with ePDG, for untrusted non-3GPP accesses.

The network then makes the decision on what mobility protocol to be used for connectivity as described in further clauses depending on the scenario.
To support Multi Access PDN connectivity, services continuity and IP flow mobility, the UE is required to spport the logical Interface function. The use of a Logical Interface allows the UE to provide a single interface view to the layers above IP (thus not changing the IP layer itself). Upper layers can bind to this interface, which hides inner inter-access technology handovers or data flow transfers among different physical interfaces.
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
