1. Status update
SA2 would like to inform BBF that 3GPP has concluded Building Block II study phase. The progress and conclusion has been incorporated in the latest version of the TR 23.839 that can be found at http://www.3gpp.org/ftp/Specs/html-info/23839.htm. 

2. Policy and QoS interworking solution for offloaded traffic. Assumptions on BBF
The Building Block II covers Policy and QoS interworking between 3GPP and BBF architectures when WLAN is being used by a 3GPP UE and traffic is offloaded in the local wireline network. The Policy and QoS interworking solution required that the BPCF establishes a S9 session that is used to provision QoS Rules for offloaded traffic. The S9a session is established when the UE has been authenticated by EPC. The S9a session is released when the UE is not connected to the Fixed Broadband Access any longer or when the UE is not connected to EPC anylonger. 

3GPP SA2 assumes that the BBF specifies procedures to detect that the UE is not longer connected to the Fixed Broadband Access and that those procedures can be used to trigger the release of the S9a session for offloaded traffic from BPCF.
3GPP SA2 would like to verify the above assumptions with BBF.

3. Reflective QoS performed by the 3GPP UE. Assumptions on BBF

The Policy and QoS interworking solution relies on the assumption that the 3GPP AAA notifies the 3GPP UE that reflective QoS should be applied for the UL traffic generated by the 3GPP UE while connected via a BBF defined Fixed Broadband Access. The decision to apply Reflective QoS is performed as part of the AAA signalling for UE authentication. The 3GPP AAA takes the decision to apply Reflective QoS based on the capabilities of the UE, the type of access and local policies then informs the UE.

3GPP SA2 assumes that the BBF AAA can indicate as part of the authentication signalling that the UE is connected via a BBF-Fixed Broadband Access Network over STa/SWa.

3GPP SA2 would like to verify the above assumption with BBF.
