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	We already agree the EAB concept for CN overload control. In rel-10, we define the signalling from SGSN/MSC to BSC to trigger the EAB. Last SA2 meeting, same handling was proposed to include the EUTRAN and UTRAN aspects with supporting the EAB overload control in rel-11. i.e., signalling trigger from SGSN to RNC and signalling trigger from MME to ENB. Finally as approved in S2-121057/S2-121078, only the S1-AP signalling part is concluded and for UTRAN, some opinion to let RAN3 check whether there is technical concern.

There was some discussion in last RAN3 meeting about this topic and RAN3 understand for EUTRAN, there is clear requirement for such functionality from SA2 but for UTRAN, no specific requirement is given yet from our WG. Actually, that is not reflecting the SA2 status corretly and from requirement point of view there is no RAT differentiation regarding the EAB CN overload control and also related CN signalling trigger.

Regarding the network sharing related support, as approved in S2-121099,  the UTRAN signalling trigger for EAB CN overlaod control in shared networks is introduced the same as EUTRAN. The missing GERAN part is also added.

Support of Extended Access Barring

In shared networks, BSC/RNC/eNodeB shall provide support for the barring of subcategories of UEs configured for Extended Access Barring for specific PLMN. The BSC/RNC/eNodeB may bar a particular subcategory of UEs via Extended Access Barring for specific PLMN when all the SGSNs/MMEs belonging to that PLMN per sharing operator connected to this BSC/RNC/eNodeB request to restrict the load for this particular subcategory. Broadcast Extended Access Barring information is specified in TS 44.018 [16] for GERAN, TS 25.331 [3] for UTRAN and TS 36.331 [11] for E‑UTRAN.
