	In SA2#90, the contribution S2-121436 discussed the relationship of PLMN selected in WLAN access authentication and PLMN selected in ePDG selection procedure. It was agreed to further clarify about the relationship between the PLMN selected in this two procedures. 

If WLAN access authentication is performed, a PLMN is selected which may allocate local IP address to UE in its address space. If the ePDG selected by UE is in another PLMN, the IP address may be not routable. And the WLAN AN may be connected with the different PLMN through different layer 2 tunnel by e.g. VLAN, in this case if one PLMN is selected in access authtication procedure, the corresponding layer 2 tunnel is determined, the UE may be isolated to ePDG in other PLMN in layer 2 point of view. 
So, if PLMN selected in access authentication procedure is different from the PLMN in ePDG selection procedure, the ePDG may be not reachable to UE. It is natural that UE reuse the PLMN in access authentication procedure if available to construct the FQDN for requiring ePDG address(es).
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	The UE should reuse the PLMN ID selected by the UE for WLAN access authentication procedure to constructs the FQDN if WLAN access authentication is performed before ePDG selection.
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	Which PLMN ID is used by the UE for constructing an FQDN for ePDG selection is missing.

ePDG Selection

The UE may select the ePDG by static configuration or dynamically.

NOTE:
If a selected ePDG is not reachable from an untrusted non-3GPP access the UE repeats the ePDG selection and selects a different ePDG if available.
If the ePDG needs to be dynamically selected when the UE roams in a VPLMN which VPLMN ID is known by the UE, the procedure is as follows:

-
The UE constructs an FQDN using the VPLMN ID as the Operator Identifier and employs the DNS server function to obtain the IP address(es) of the ePDG(s) in the VPLMN. 
 -
The UE selects an ePDG address from the list returned in the DNS response and initiates the IPsec tunnel establishment.

Otherwise if the ePDG needs to be dynamically selected the procedure is as follows:

-
The UE constructs an FQDN using the HPLMN ID and employs the DNS server function to obtain the IP address(es) of the ePDG(s).

-
The UE selects an ePDG address from the list returned in the DNS response and initiates the IPsec tunnel establishment.

The UE should reuse the PLMN ID selected by the UE for WLAN access authentication procedure to constructs the FQDN if WLAN access authentication is performed before ePDG selection.

A UE connected to one or multiple PDN GWs uses a single ePDG. In case of handover between ePDGs, the UE may be temporarily connected to two ePDGs.
