This document considers when to schedule TEI12 and how to use this WI code.
Discussion

There are different potential uses of the TEI12 work item code:
· Enhancements and Improvements (Category B or C)
· It is proposed to schedule  at least one slot for TEI12 for each topic area:

1) 3GPP Packet Access Aspects, including CSFB-related and SMS-related
2) PCC/QoS Related
3) Non-3GPP Access Aspects
4) IMS-Related Aspects
· Is it useful to know in advance which WG meetings TEI12 topics will appear?

· Should we schedule ½ slots for each, so that problems that are identified at first can be resolved in a ‘second try?’

· Non-essential Corrections (Category F)

· As rel-10 and before is quite frozen (i.e. SA2 accepts only corrections for ‘FASMO’ issues), corrections for problems that are non-essential may still be considered, if this category appears on the agenda.

· In SA2 91 and SA2 92, TEI11 non-essential corrections were on the agenda. A large number of contributions were submitted, exceeding our capacity to consider documents.

· How useful is it to put TEI11 (later TEI12) non-essential corrections on the agenda? 
· Minor  Corrections (Category D or F)

· This is used for specification clean up.

Some corrections of this kind are not acceptable in frozen releases, yet useful to improve the specification quality.

· Minor Corrections / TEI11 was on the January 12-18, 2011 SA2 88e agenda. Was this useful?
· Should we consider adding this to a normal meeting agenda?
· Should we consider adding it to an e-meeting agenda (e.g. SA2 95pre-e)?
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
