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Abstract of the contribution: the document proposes a new key issue for TR 23.865.
Introduction
I-WLAN PLMN selection was developed in Release 6 and consists of two steps:

· WLAN selection

· PLMN selection

In this 2 step process I-WLAN PLMN selection is based mainly on the optional files stored in the USIM as defined in TS 31.102 or the I-WLAN MO (i.e. the 3GPP System to Wireless Local Area Network interworking Management Object) defined in TS 24.235 and used by TS 23.234 and TS 24.234. In terms of information contained:

· The USIM contains, in summary, Wi-Fi information such as a list of SSIDs, and PLMN information (i.e. PLMNs defined by MCC, MNC).

· The I-WLAN MO contains, in summary, Wi-Fi information such as a list of SSIDs, and PLMN information (i.e. PLMN realms, defined per RFC 4282).

The Wi-Fi information is used for WLAN selection, whereas the PLMN information is used for the PLMN selection. 
In certain scenario, the operator may decide to use ANDSF policies (e.g. ISMP or ISRP) to select which WLAN networks (e.g. which SSIDs) the device needs to use under the conditions specified by the policies. The operator may decide not to provide the WLAN information (e.g. a list of SSIDs) in the I-WLAN MO or in the USIM, in favour of using ANDSF policies to identify the appropriate SSIDs. Unfortunately, at present ANDSF policies are evaluated and used only after the UE has performed I-WLAN network selection, thus restricting the operator ability to use ANDSF for the identification of the preferred WLAN networks. 
This document highlights this shortcoming and suggests new requirements.
Proposal

It is proposed to add the following to the WLAN_NSUE TR 23.865:

Key Issue – I-WLAN PLMN Selection Performed Before ANDSF Policies Can Influence WLAN Network Selection
5.x.y Description
In certain scenario, the operator may decide to use ANDSF policies (e.g. ISMP or ISRP) to select which WLAN networks (e.g. which SSIDs) the device needs to use under the conditions specified by the policies. 
The operator:

· may decide not to provide any WLAN information (e.g. a list of SSIDs) in the I-WLAN MO or in the USIM, while still providing the PLMN information in the I-WLAN MO, or

· may decide not to provide the I-WLAN MO. 
The operator may instead decide to provide ANDSF policies (e.g. ISRP) identifying the appropriate SSIDs to be used by the UE to perform PLMN selection. In such scenarios, the I-WLAN PLMN selection mechanisms can still be used in cases e.g. where no ANDSF policies are active or the UE is not provisioned with any ANDSF policies. 
Unfortunately, at present ANDSF policies are evaluated and used only after the UE has performed I-WLAN network selection, and therefore after the SSIDs to be used for PLMN selection have been chosen, thus restricting the operator ability to use ANDSF for the identification of the preferred WLAN networks.

Required Functionality

It shall be possible to enable active ANDSF ISMP and ISRP policies to influence the network selection part of the I-WLAN PLMN selection, e.g. when the operator decides not to provide the WLAN information (e.g. a list of SSID) in the I-WLAN MO or in the USIM, while allowing the PLMN selection procedures to be used as currently specified.
